Agenda Item #14.[image: image1.wmf]3 - Letter from BCLCA re: BCFROA 2011 AGM 
As discussed at the Tourism Industry Conference we would like to ask the BC Fishing Resorts and Outfitters Association to discuss and support the following resolution.  Both BC Lodging and Campgrounds Association and the Cariboo Chilcotin Coast Tourism Association have passed the resolution in response to a request from MLA Donna Barnett.  Donna is Parliamentary Secretary for Rural Communities to the Minister of Community, Sport and Cultural Development.  
 

Our thoughts are to have all the organizations, on board by the end of November, sign a copy of the resolution to be presented to Donna Barnett so that she can take the recommendation forward to government for resolution. This being the case it would also be great if the Wilderness Tourism Association and the BC Guest Ranchers Association would also pass and endorse the resolution. I will be sending them a similar request.
 

The resolution reads:
 

Increase the Tourist Accommodation (Assessment Relief) Act threshold from $150,000 to $500,000, and increase the phase out floor in the Tourist Accommodation (Assessment Relief) Act from $2 million to $4 million with properties valued over $5 million or more no longer receiving the exemption.
 

Backgrounder 
 

Rural resort property taxes have increased over the past decade to such an extent that for some operations it has become no longer feasible for resorts to continue operating without sustaining substantial financial losses. Faced with operating a non profitable business, operators must eventually consider closing their resort and moving out of the tourism business. In the short-term the effect of reduced capital is the reluctance to invest money in renovations and/or improvements which leads to a decline in the quality and state of repair of the product, and the employment of less people to run the resorts. 
 

One area that has been adversely affected is the Cariboo region. A group of resorts along Highway 24 between 100 Mile House and Little Fort are struggling to survive and cite property taxation as a key reason for the resorts becoming less profitable. In 2004 records show that there were 30 resorts and guest ranches open to the public, now there are 17 along Highway 24. Most of the resorts that have closed have been sold to private interests for private use or development along the waterfront and are no longer offering tourism.  
 

The loss of 13 resorts in the area since 2004 is far reaching, including but not limited to, the loss of employment opportunities, reduction in the attraction of tourists visiting the locality and a breakdown of the local business infrastructure as local stores and restaurants are impacted by fewer visitors.
 

This trend can be halted and perhaps reversed with the appropriate political will and tax mitigation strategy. We believe the quickest and easiest solution is to amend the Tourist Accommodation (Assessment Relief) Act so that it extends additional protection to accommodations in rural unincorporated areas.
